Breakout is a club to guide children, grades three through five, toward spiritual maturity. Similar to 
Mariner’s Discovery classes 1, 2, and 3  for adults, the areas of growth covered in Breakout are 
Belonging to Jesus, Growing in Jesus, and Serving Jesus. Children work through one book each 
year at home and in their growth group, where they are encouraged to develop a lifestyle of quiet 
times with God, foster relationships with their leaders, and have accountability with other children.

Our role is to partner with you in the spiritual growth of your child.  We suggest that you discuss 
each week the topic your child is learning, memorize the verse with them, encourage them to do 
the weekly devotion and then bring them each week with their book.  Please help your child 
recognize this is NOT homework, but the beginnings of a lifestyle of quiet times with God.  

Children meet weekly in the Children’s Ministry Center on Wednesdays from 7:00 - 8:15 PM 
September - May.  Every group has 1 leader with 4-8 children of the same grade and gender.  As 
part of this growth group, their leader will make an effort to connect with your child or to have 
special activities.  Students complete a lesson from their book at home each week as a devotional 
by themselves or with a parent and then discuss it with their growth group, where they apply 
biblical truth to their lives. Each group exchanges prayer requests and spends time praying for one 
another. Their new and growing understanding of Christ changes how they live. 

Children are expected to complete their weekly devotion at home and memorize at least one of the  
Bible verse options. 

Cost: $45.00 per child. The cost includes the Breakout book, Prayer Journal, and awards and 
activities throughout the year.
